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Instructions for Doctoral Dissertation Proposal Form

. The proposal form (D 1 — D 4) must be typed on a computer using BOLDFACE Arial letters with

the font size of 11-12.

D 2 must be 1-2 page(s) long.

List the dissertation committee on page D 4. (Except the chair, type “Program Chair or Appointed

Personnel by the Chair”)

. Attach up to ten A4 pages of Appendix with the proposal form, and the following details

should be included.

4.1 Name, ID number, department, program of study and dissertation title (on the first page)

4.2 Rationales, theories or assumptions (in detail)

4.3 Research procedures (in detail)

4.4 References (article titles must be included)

Submit the completed proposal form to the dissertation advisor for approval. If the advisor

decides that there are ethical issues concerning human or animal testing, student needs to submit

an approval request to an involved research ethics committee.

. Take proposal exam. Make changes and corrections to the proposal as suggested by the proposal
exam committee (if any). If the committee decides that there are ethical issues concerning human
or animal testing, student must submit an approval request to the research ethics committee
immediately.

. Submit the proposal to the program administrative committee. Make changes and corrections to

the proposal as suggested (if any). The proposal approved by the program administrative

committee must be signed by the student, advisor, program chair, and program secretary.

Fill out the proposal information at http:/thesis.grad.chula.ac.th/ and print the data entry

confirmation page.

Submit the proposal approved by the program administrative committee, along with the printout
from step 8 and proof of submission to the research ethics committee (if applicable) to the Office
of Education Management, Faculty of Science, Room 103, Tab building, within the designated
period.
